6. BUSINESS ARISING 

a) Annual Update – Deans & Directors: Part 1 

� Annual updates were presented by J. Gossen, Director of International Education; D. McMullen, 
Registrar; and C. Munro, AVP, Student and Enrolment Services. This year, presentations focused on 
providing context and themes for EdCo to consider related to curriculum and educational policy.  

� There were questions about capacity to accommodate growth in International Education. There is 
pent‐up demand following the pandemic, and the conversion rate (students accepting offers of 
admission) has been higher than forecast, due to changes to the student visa application process and 
shorter processing times by IRCC (Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canada). The recent addition 
of an additional cohort on short notice was accomplished in close collaboration with the department.

� K. Brooke presented the proposal to suspend the Teaching Online Certificate (TOC). The program was 
developed following the renewal of the Provincial Instructor Diploma Program (PIDP) and 
Online/eLearning Instruction Certificate (ONEL) in 2018/19. At that time, it was felt that online 
teaching should remain separate from the general PIDP. However, the pandemic has led to a 
significant shift towards online teaching as the norm. 

� The courses developed for the TOC are also offered as electives in the PIDP, with good uptake.
