�ƒ On the “Start an application” section, click on “Apply to come to Canada” (even if you are in Canada) 
�ƒ This includes applications for visitor visas, work permits, and study permits 
�ƒ You will have the option to enter your personal reference code or answer a series of questions to determine 

your eligibility and create your Document Checklist right away. Both options will take you to the application.
